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2 Observations from Gen.1-2

1. Human beings are made in the image of God:
God as relational: “Let us make man in our image, in our likeness”.
God as a worker. God makes things.

Relationship:

All acts of God’s creation flowed out of the trinity relationship.
Nurturing and building of community is fundamental for humanity.
=>» Relationship in community must precede labor and productivity.
=>» Business must flow from relationship and to support community.

Worker:

We are created to work and to reflect this aspect of God’s glory.
Work: assigned in the beginning, not a punishment for disobedience.
Human creativity: (1) inherited; (2) derivative, not ex nihilo.
“Good”: good work has substance and meaning.




2 Observations from Gen.1-2

2. God partners with human beings to flourish the created world:
Humankind is assigned certain tasks: to rule, to be fruitful, to
multiply and fill the earth, to take care of the earth ...

One example:

God does not drop manna flakes from heaven every morning.
Human beings are to deliver food by using resources of capitals,
technology innovations, supply chains, operations, logistics ...
=>» Intrinsic values in the kingdom of God, not just instrumental.

In God’s economy, “perfect” does not mean “done”.

=> As stewards we are not aiming for a fixed point. At the beginning
God didn’t deliver a finished product. God provided a setting to
work with human beings to cause the created order to flourish.
